The Banks County Board of Commissioners held a worksession on October 14, 2008 at 5:30 p.m. in the Wilson Shoals conference room of the Banks County Courthouse Annex.  Present were Chairman Gene Hart, Commissioner Joe Barefoot and Commissioner Rickey Cain.  Also present were Administrative Office Angela Sheppard, Public Utilities Director Steve Reese and Fred Hawkins of Rindt McDuff & Associates.  The purpose of the worksession was to discuss increases in water and sewer rates.  

Ch. Hart called the worksession to order.
Mr. Hawkins presented a list of proposed water and sewer rate increases which included residential and commercial rates.  In order to qualify for a loan for water improvements on Highway 105, GEFA had required an increase in rates to provide additional revenue of approximately $200,000.  The proposed rates are as follows:
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Bobby Caudell was also present and stated concerns with increases for poultry house tap fees and asked that the board consider a special agricultural rate.  All commissioners agreed this would be researched and considered at a later date.
