BANKS COUNTY E-911 ADDRESSING GUIDELINES

Dear Sir or Madam:

Welcome to Banks County.  We take great pride in our Emergency Services and strive daily to provide the best of services to all of our citizens.  Part of this process includes ensuring that addresses are assigned properly to provide the quickest possible response to you in the event of any emergency.  Below you will find some guidelines that will help us to assign you an address timely for permit processes, while also ensuring that the address is correct for emergency services.  If you have any questions, please call (706) 677 – 3163 or (706) 677 – 3401.

1. MAKE SURE YOUR DRIVEWAY IS VISIBLE  The first step in assigning a proper address is to ensure that the permanent driveway location is visible.  This does not mean that you must have the driveway graded, you only need to have it marked in a manner to ensure that it is visible.  This is vital because in order to give you the correct address, we must meter either from the beginning of the road or from the closest address to your new driveway to calculate what your new address will be.  We can not calculate the address from the plat because it would be a guess at best and we firmly believe that guesswork is unacceptable for emergency services and providing the best service to you.

2. CALL (706) 677 – 3163, (706) 677 – 3401 OR (706) 677 – 4272  The second step is to call one of the preceding phone numbers and advise that the driveway is ready to be addressed.  Within 24 hours we will drive to the location and meter for your new address and call the Building Official’s Office to advise of what the address is.  The Building Officials Office will give you your new address when you turn in all of your permit paperwork.  This paperwork includes permit information and premise information forms for emergency services.  Any and all paperwork you have been given must be completed before you will receive your new address.

3. POST YOUR NEW 911 NUMBER  The final step is to post your number that the Building Official gives you.  You will be given the sign to post when you receive the rest of your paperwork from the Building Officials Office.  The sign cost is included in the permit cost.
